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Health And Safety 
On arrival at the venue for your coaching activity you are requested to carry out the following safety checks:-

1.
Identify the telephone, toilets and water points and make sure you give children the relevant information.

2.
Check the area you will be using for hazards, e.g. broken glass, potholes, dog excrement, obstacles such as jutting out equipment, etc., remove any hazards carefully or cordon off any hazardous areas with cones.

3.
Check any equipment you will be using, e.g. goal posts, nets, etc., to ensure they are solid and safe to use.

4. If you are using electrical equipment/ supply please check electrical systems, i.e. switches etc., and if available request a certificate which confirms that the electrical systems have been checked in the last five years.

All coaches employed by Goal Sports must complete a Health and Safety Checklist before the start of a session and this form then needs to be kept safe with your session information.  An example copy of a checklist is shown in your Goal Sports Pack.

Fire Procedures
If there is no teacher present, all coaches must ensure that all children are aware of where the nearest fire exits are and what the procedures are in case of an alarm:-

1.
Check with the school where all available emergency exits are and that they are not locked.

2.
Inform all children that in case of an alarm they are to leave by the nearest available emergency exit and meet at a central point which should be identified to the children at the beginning of the session during your introduction chat.

3.
Leave by nearest exit, after seeing that all children are out of the area.

4.
Meet at centrally identified point, (usually on the playground).

5.
Only re-enter the building when informed to do so by the staff.

First Aid

The school will provide first aid provision but all coaches must ensure they complete an accident form for all injuries to children.  Goal Sports Pack.

· Accidents not requiring hospital treatment - An accident form must be completed for all children who sustain an injury.  If a child has had an injury, their teacher must be informed.

· Head Injuries - Not Requiring Hospital Treatment - For participants who receive a head injury not serious enough to go to hospital, a form is enclosed that must be completed and signed by both the coach and the teacher of the child involved.  There is a section at the bottom to be retained by the coach. Form to be completed from Goal Sports Pack.
